               Early Literacy includes 6 foundational skills every child should learn before he     

 or she enters Kindergarten. These skills focus on pre -reading & pre -writing.  
  

Print Awareness is noticing print, knowing how to handle a book,  

& knowing how to follow print from left to right on a page.  
 

Print Motivation is a childõs interest in & enjoyment  

of books and reading.  
 

Vocabulary is knowing the names of things, feelings,  

concepts and ideas.  
 

Letter Knowledge is knowing letters are different from each other,  

knowing their names and sounds, & recognizing letters everywhere.  
 

Phonological Awareness is being able to hear and play  

with the smaller sounds in words and rhyming sounds.  
 

Narrative Skills is the ability to describe things and events  

as they happened and retell stories.
